This section contains information of special concern to the Mariner.

CAUTION TO BE USED IN RELIANCE UPON AIDS TO NAVIGATION
The aids to navigation depicted on charts comprise a system of fixed and floating aids with varying degrees of reliability. Therefore, prudent
mariners will not rely solely on any single aid to navigation, particularly a floating aid. With respect to buoys, the buoy symbol is used to indicate
the approximate position of the buoy body and the sinker, which secures the buoy to the seabed. The approximate position is used because of
practical limitations in positioning and maintaining buoys and their sinkers in precise geographical locations. These limitations include, but are not
limited to, inherent imprecision-s in position fixing methods, prevailing atmospheric and sea conditions, the slope of and the material making up
the seabed, the fact that buoys are moored to sinkers by varying lengths of chain, and the fact that buoy body and/or sinker positions are not
under continuous surveillance but are normally checked only during periodic maintenance visits which often occur more than a year apart. The
position of the buoy body can be expected to shift inside and outside the charting symbol due to the forces of nature. The mariner is also
cautioned that buoys are liable to be carried away, shifted, capsized, sunk, etc. Lighted buoys may be extinguished or sound signals may not
function as the result of ice, running ice or other natural causes, collisions, or other accidents. For the foregoing reasons, a prudent mariner
must not rely completely upon the position or operation of floating aids to navigation, but will also utilize bearings from fixed objects and aids to
navigation on shore. Further, a vessel attempting to pass close aboard always risks collision with a yawing buoy or with the obstruction the
buoy marks.

CODE OF FEDERAL REGULATIONS -TITLE 33 PART 70 - INTERFERENCE WITH OR DAMAGE TO AIDS TO NAVIGATION
No person, shall take possession of or make use of for any purpose, or build upon, alter, deface, destroy, move, injure, obstruct by fastening
vessels thereto or otherwise, or in any manner whatever impair the usefulness of any aid to navigation established and maintained by the
United States.
Recently several offshore NOAA data buoys parted their moorings and became adrift due to excessive strain on the mooring. These
navigational data buoys collect valuable on scene weather data for all mariners. These buoys are anchored to the seabed, and some have a
watch circle radius of over 1 nautical mile. Once the mooring is parted and the buoy is adrift only certain Coast Guard resources can reset the
aid back on its intended station. Coordinating of resources to retrieve the buoy, and place it back on station is time consuming and sometimes
take weeks, thus valuable weather information cannot be obtained and relayed to mariners in need of it. Mariners are advised not to interfere
with these aids to navigation and report any sightings of vessels tied off to them to the U.S. Coast Guard. Interference with or intentional
damage to Aids to Navigation is a misdemeanor and shall be subject to a fine not exceeding the sum of $500 for each offense (33 CFR 70.0l).

NOAA ANNOUNCES A NEW, NAUTICAL CHART SERVICE
NOAA has posted all 1,000-plus of its U.S. nautical charts on the Internet at www.NauticalCharts.gov/viewer. They can be viewed using any
Internet browser. Each chart is up-to-date with the most recent Notices to Mariners. Use these on-line charts as a ready reference or
planning tool-.. then use one of NOAA-s printed or digital charts for actual navigation.

CHESAPEAKE BAY-REGULATED NAVIGATION AREA (RNA) REQUIREMENTS FOR PORT ENTRY/TRANSIT/DEPARTURE.
Mariners have been advised that there has been an amendment to the Chesapeake Bay Regulated Navigation Area which requires all vessels
300 gross tons and over, including tug and barge combined, to obtain permission prior to entering, departing, and/or moving within the
Regulated Navigation Area. To obtain permission, vessels shall contact the Joint Harbor Operations Center (JHOC) prior to entry or movement
via VHF-FH CH 12, alternate 13/16 and relay vessel documentation number, IMO number or VIN for verification. This includes entries from
offshore, James River, Chesapeake Bay or Intracoastal Waterway. Alternate JHOC phone numbers are (757) 444-5210/5209. If the JHOC
cannot be reached, the Captain of the Port (COTP) Command Duty Officer may be reached at (757) 668-5555.
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VA - CHESAPEAKE BAY (NEWPORT NEWS TO JAMESTOWN ISLAND) - JAMES RIVER - BRIDGE RESTRICTION
Mariners are advised that a two-hour advance notice will be required for vessel openings at the James River Bridge (at mile 5.0) between Isle of
Wight and Newport News, VA, each day, from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., beginning on 17 April through 31 December, 2006, to facilitate sandblasting
and painting operations. The work will also reduce the available vertical clearances of the vertical-lift span to 58 feet, at MHW, in the closed
position to vessels, and to 143 feet, at MHW, in the full open position. Mariners are requested to call the bridge tender at (757) 247-2133 for
the two-hour advance notice. Mariners able to transit this area may do so, but are urged to use extreme caution. Chart: 12248.

RULES OF THE ROAD CONCERNING LOOKOUT REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL VESSELS AND RISK OF COLLISION.
The U.S. Coast Guard is reminding mariners of the importance of maintaining a proper lookout. Rule 5 of the INLAND AND INTERNATIONAL
NAVIGATION RULES requires that all vessels maintain a proper lookout at all times by sight and hearing, as well as by all available means
appropriate in the prevailing circumstances and conditions, so as to make a full appraisal of the situation and of the risk of collision. Action taken
to avoid a collision shall be positive, made in ample time and with due regard to the observance of good seamanship. When a risk of collision
exists, all vessels, regardless of whether they are the stand-on vessel or the give-way vessel, must take prompt action to avoid a collision.
When in doubt about whether a risk of collision exists, mariners should assume there is risk of collision and act accordingly.

VA - ATLANTIC INTRACOASTAL WATERWAY (AICW) - ELIZABETH RIVER (SOUTHERN BRANCH) TO THE ALBERMARLE AND
CHESAPEAKE CANAL - BRIDGE REGULATION FOR OPENINGS
Effective on July 31, 2006, the Coast Guard is changing the regulations that govern the operation of the Dominion Boulevard (US 17) Bridge
across the Southern Branch of the Elizabeth River, at AICW mile 8.8, in Chesapeake, Virginia. The final rule will provide for hourly openings of
the draw which will now start at 6 a.m. on weekdays and weekends and will not change the morning and evening rush hours which are from 7
a.m. to 9 a.m. and from 4 p.m. to 6 p.m., respectively. The Dominion Boulevard (US 17) Bridge will continue to open on signal at any time for
commercial vessels carrying liquefied flammable gas or other hazardous materials, and for commercial vessels that provide a two-hour advance
notice. At all other times, the draw shall open on signal. These changes are necessary in order to relieve vehicular traffic congestion on
weekends and between the weekday morning and evening rush hour periods, while still providing for the reasonable needs of navigation.

NJ - PA - DE - UPPER DELAWARE RIVER - MAIN CHANNEL SHOALING
As a result of severe flooding in the Upper Delaware River, shoaling has occurred in the main channel as indicated below:
Devlin Range - shoaling to 37 feet on the PA side near Upper Delaware River Channel Buoy 39 (LLNR 3925)
Lehigh Channel - shoaling to 37 feet along the entire length of the NJ side of the channel
Keystone Range - shoaling of 34 feet to 37 feet the entire length of the range on the PA side to the center of the range
Landreth Range through Florence Bend - shoaling of 30 to 37 feet on the NJ side from the PA Turnpike Bridge to Delaware River. Channel
Lighted Buoy 60 (LLNR 4075) - shoaling extends to the center of Florence Bend
Florence Range - shoaling of 36 to 38 feet from the center of the channel on the PA side from 500 feet west of Upper Delaware Channel Lighted
Buoy 63 (LLNR 4090) to Upper Delaware River Channel LB 65 (LLNR 4095)
Roebling Range - shoaling of 24 to 38 feet the entire length of the range from the PA side to the center of the range
Kinkora Range - shoaling of 36 feet the entire width of the range from Upper Delaware River Channel LB 71 (LLNR 4155) to Upper Delaware
River Channel Lighted Buoy 72 (LLNR 4160) - Shoaling of 30 to 35 feet from the center of the range to the NJ side the remaining length of the
range and into Penn Channel to Upper Delaware River Channel Lighted Buoy 76 (LLNR 4170)
Newbold Channel and Blake Channel - shoaling of 20 to 39 feet from Upper Delaware River Channel Lighted Buoy 78 (LLNR 4175) the entire
width of the channel to Upper Delaware River Channel Buoy 83 (LLNR 4200)
Whitehall Range, Raritan Channel, Bordentown Range - no reports as yet
Duck Island Range - shoaling of 14 to 21 feet the entire length and width of the range
Perriwig Channel to Trenton Channel - no reports as yet

NJ-DE-DELAWARE BAY - MAIN CHANNEL SHOALING
The Captain of the Port Sector Delaware Bay is notifying mariners of shoaling in the Delaware Bay on the Miah Maull Range. Shoaling shows a
minimum depth of 37.8 feet MLLW, 50 to 270 feet west of the centerline. Mariners are advised to exercise caution when operating in this
channel. Chart: 12304.

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PORTS AND WATERWAYS INFORMATION LINE
A Coast Guard toll-free hotline is now available to provide both commercial and recreational mariners with the latest, up-to-date information on
local waterways and port openings, closures and restrictions. The Coast Guard Maritime Safety Line, 1-800-682-1796, has information from
over 30 Coast Guard Captains of the Port (COTP) from the Mississippi River to the Atlantic Ocean. The Safety Line is broken into five regions:
Northeast Region Eastern New York, Rhode Island, Maine and Massachusetts.
Mid-Atlantic/Southeast Region -Eastern and southern Florida, South and North Carolina, Virginia, Maryland and eastern Pennsylvania.
Gulf Region - Northwest Florida, Alabama, Louisiana and Texas.
Great Lakes Region -Western New York, Ohio, Michigan, lllinois, Wisconsin and Minnesota.
Mid-West Rivers Region - Missouri, West Virginia, western Pennsylvania, Kentucky and Tennessee.
Puerto Rico has its own information line with information on 22 ports at (787)-706-2415.

VA - NORFOLK HARBOR - ELIZABETH RIVER - ELIZABETH RIVER FERRY IDENTIFICATION LIGHT CHANGE
The Coast Guard has approved high intensity flashing green lights, visible over a 360 degree arc of the horizon to be displayed from the
mastheads of the Elizabeth River Ferries. Given the prevailing conditions of the Eastern Branch of the Elizabeth River, the Coast Guard has
determined that the installation of these lights enhanced the safety and visibility of these ferries to other vessel operators transiting the Town
Point Reach in the vicinity of Norfolk, VA. These light characteristics were chosen as they are easily distinguishable from other lights, are not
confused with other navigation lights, and allow mariners to quickly identify the ferries against the background of white, pink, and amber lights
found on the surrounding shore. This additional safety measure is voluntary and designed to provide the mariner an advanced notice of the
vessels' presence on the waterway between sunset and sunrise. Chart: 12253.

VA - CHESAPEAKE BAY - NORFOLK HARBOR AND ELIZABETH RIVER (EASTERN BRANCH) - BRIDGE INFORMATION
Mariners are advised that the Commander, Fifth Coast Guard District, has approved a temporary deviation from the operating regulations at the
Berkley Bridge, at mile 0.4, across the Elizabeth River (Eastern Branch), in Norfolk, Virginia. To facilitate electrical and mechanical repairs, this
deviation allows the drawbridge to provide vessel openings upon three hours advance notice each day from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m., beginning July 31
until and including August 4, 2006. We are also informing mariners for the three-hour advance notice, to call (757) 247-2133, (757) 494-2400 or
via marine radio on channel 13 VHF. At all other times, the drawbridge will operate in accordance with the operating drawbridge regulations set
out in Title 33 Code of Federal Regulations Part 117.1007(b) and (c). Chart 12253.

VA/NC - ATLANTIC INTRACOASTAL WATERWAY (AICW) - ELIZABETH RIVER (SOUTHERN BRANCH) - ALTERNATE ROUTE OF THE

AICW - GREAT DISMAL SWAMP CANAL
Effective on August 16, 2006, the Coast Guard is establishing new regulations that govern the operation of the new Great Dismal Swamp Canal
Bridge, at AICW mile 28.0, in South Mills, NC. The new regulations will allow the Great Dismal Swamp Canal Bridge to remain open to navigation,
closing only for pedestrian crossings and periodic maintenance. The final rule will maintain a level of operational capabilities that will continue to
provide for the reasonable needs of the North Carolina Department of Parks of Recreation Visitor Center, at Great Dismal Swamp, and vessel
navigation.

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NOTICE OF AVAILABILITY OF DRAFT PROGRAMMATIC ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT STATEMENT FOR A NATIONWIDE AUTOMATIC
IDENTIFICATION SYSTEM
On June 30, 2006, the U.S. Coast Guard (USCG) published a Notice of Availability; Notice of Public Meeting; Request for Public Comments in the
Federal Register (Volume 71, Number 126, Pages 37594-37596) concerning the availability of a draft Programmatic Environmental Impact
Statement (PEIS) addressing the proposed implementation of a Nationwide Automatic Identification System (NAIS). One public meeting
concerning the draft PEIS will be held at USCG Headquarters in Washington, DC, on Wednesday, August 9, 2006 from 9 a.m. to 11 a.m.
The NAIS project was initiated as a component of implementing the Maritime Transportation Security Act of 2002. Implementation of the NAIS,
in part, involves installing Automatic lIdentification System (AIS) equipment and related support systems on and around communications towers
or other structures including remote platforms such as satellites, offshore oil and gas platforms, and data buoys to provide coverage along
95,000 miles of coastline and inland waterways.
AlS is an international standard for ship-to-ship, ship-to-shore, and shore-to-ship communication of information, including vessel identity,
position, speed, course, destination, and other data of critical interest for navigational safety and maritime security. The proposed
implementation of the NAIS project would provide the USCG with the capability to receive and distribute information from shipboard AIS
equipment and transmit information to AlS equipped vessels to enhance Maritime Domain Awareness. The proposed project would provide
detection and identification of vessels carrying AlIS equipment approaching or operating in the maritime domain where little or no vessel tracking
currently exists.

VA - WILLOUGHBY BAY - THIMBLE SHOAL CHANNEL - HELICOPTER AIRBORNE MINE COUNTERMEASURES OPERATIONS
Helicopter Mine Countermeasures Squadron Fourteen (HM-14) routinely conducts airborne mine countermeasures (AMCM) operations utilizing the
MH-53E helicopter at low altitudes over the following inland and coastal waterways:

- Willoughby Bay
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VA - WILLOUGHBY BAY - THIMBLE SHOAL CHANNEL - HELICOPTER AIRBORNE MINE COUNTERMEASURES OPERATIONS
- Thimble Shoal Channel from the Naval Station Norfolk piers to the Chesapeake Bay Bridge Tunnel.

- An area of the Chesapeake Bay, adjacent to the Thimble Shoal Channel from Thimble Shoal to the Chesapeake Bay bridge tunnel extending to
the north four miles to form a four by seven mile rectangle.

During these operations, the aircraft will be operating at altitudes as low as seventy-five feet and will produce localized winds in excess of 125
miles per hour. Rotor wash produced winds pose a considerable hazard to vessels, especially sailing vessels. The devices the helicopters tow
range in size and appearance from a large orange and white sled approximately the size of a pick up truck to slightly submerged steel pipes thirty
feet in length, both of which have submerged cable extending well beyond the visible portion of the towed device. The Aircraft Commanders have
been directed to exercise every effort to conflict and avoid surface vessels.

All mariners are requested to remain well clear of the helicopters, the towed devices, and the area extending directly behind the aircraft for four
hundred yards. Do not approach or cross the area directly behind the towed device as a submerged hazard exists regardless of whether the
device is in motion or stationary.

These operations involve large naval helicopters at flight altitudes of 100 feet or less, towing surface and sub-surface devices at speeds up to 25
knots. Helicopters may be identified by a rotating amber position light on centerline of main hull flashing 90 times per minute. An area of
hurricane-force winds exists within a 250-foot radius around these helicopters, sufficient to blow people and objects from exposed decks and
capsize small craft. The towed devices may be completely invisible and include large cables on or just below the surface streaming up to 1200 feet
behind the aircraft. AMCM helicopters will transit to and from the area described above in the following manner: Outboard from the seaplane
ramp at the Norfolk Naval Air Station across Willoughby Bay to the main shipping channel, then easterly along the main channel to Buoy 21. From
Buoy 21leither East, SE or SSE to the operating area. The return flight will follow the same path as the outbound flight. To minimize the potential
for mishap, vessels are requested to remain well clear of these danger zones when AMCM operations are encountered. Charts: 12200, 12205,

The accessway
will continue to be retracted upon request with at least 30 minutes notice, as long as no associated concrete pours are occuring. Advancement of
the IL drawbridge elements will require continuing intermittent placement of crane barges in the federal navigation channel, which may remain in
place overnight.
