Due to current and forecasted ice conditions, COTP Upper Mississippi has issued the following Safety Advisories;  
Upper Mississippi River
  Zones 1-26 (Mile 857.6 – Mile 200.5)  Have entered the action phase for ice conditions in accordance with the Upper Mississippi River WAP 
Annex.
  Zones 27-28 (mile 200.4 – Mile 109.9)  Remain in the watch phase for ice conditions in accordance with the Upper Mississippi River WAP Annex.
Illinois Waterway 
Zones 1-7 (Mile 180.9 – Mile 0.0)  Remain in the watch phase for ice conditions in accordance with the Illinois Waterway WAP Annex.  Heavy ice 
is expected throughout the Illinois Waterway system.
Sheet ice may be expected throughout the Illinois Waterway.  Channels may be blocked by ice in some locations if conditions deteriorate.  Ice 
gorges can most frequently be expected to form at the following locations:
Mile 95.5 to Mile 86.5, Sugar Creek to Grape Island and
Mile 137.0 to Mile 127.0, Copperas Creek to Liverpool.
Navigation has been restricted to one way traffic between Miles 179.0 and 169.0, to ensure the integrity of the existing ice trail across Peoria 
Lake.
Mariners are requested to ensure that fleets are closely monitored and that mooring lines are adequately secured and to exercise due caution to
avoid sinking barges and high localized flow or out-draft conditions due to water bypassing a temporary dam that may be caused by an ice 
gorge.  Mariners should be aware that buoys may be unreliable due to ice conditions.  Ice flows render reflective material ineffective and may 
drag buoys from their assigned positions and sever buoys from their moorings.

Low water conditions no longer exist between Cairo, Illinois and Greenville, Mississippi.

SECTION VII - GENERAL
This section contains information of general concern to the Mariners. Mariners are advised to use caution while transiting these areas.

New Pennsylvania Turnpike Bridge;  Cofferdam work is underway on both sides of main channel.  Temporary channel of 325 feet has been 
established.  Mariners can contact the onsite workboat, ARB #1, at (412) 475-4643.

Certain locking restrictions have been put in place at the Dresden Island L/D, vicinity of Mile 271.5.  Upbound doubles are required to trip or use a 
helper boat to assist with the first cut.

Seneca Replacement Bridge;  Cofferdam work is underway on both sides of the main channel.  Horizontal clearance is reduced to 270 feet.  If 
needed, the workplant will move on 45-minute advanced notice, by contacting M/V EKS 6 via VHF-FM Channel 16.

Certain locking restrictions have been put in place at the Starved Rock L/D, vicinity of Mile 231.0 and the Marseilles L/D, vicinity of Mile 244.6.  
Tows are restricted to 105 feet in width.  Downbound tows are restricted to 400-feet in length, with doubles required to trip or use a helper boat 
to assist with the first cut.

Atchison Topeka and Santa Fe Railroad Bridge;  Vertical clearance has been reviewed.  Minimum vertical clearance is 58.8 feet above normal pool.

The Peroia L/D, vicinity of Mile 157.7, is currently restricted to 105 foot widths.  Doubles will be required to trip or use a helper boat to assist with 
the first cut.

I-64 Companion Highway Bridge;  A form traveler is installing span segments over the channel from either bank.  They have progressed out over 
the channel approximately 160 feet from the banks.  Vertical clearance is 65 feet above normal pool.  There is no construction floating plant in the 
channel.

Continuing until approximately February 7, 2009, the ACOE is conducting revetment repairs in the vicinity of Mile 533.0, RDB.  Work will be 
conducted from 7:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m.  The M/V MISS AMY will monitor VHF-FM Channel 9.  Mariners are urged to exercise caution when 
transiting the area.

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Construction continues on the new fixed span bridge across the Lower Mississippi River, at Mile 261.8, AHOP, between St. Francisville and New 
Roads, Point Coupee Parish and West Feliciana Parish, Louisiana.  Numerous crane barges and material barges are working in the area around the 
bridge pier construction sites, 24-hours a day, 7-days a week.  Periodic crossing of the navigation channel are made daily, by tugs and barges.
UPDATE:  Cofferdam lowering operations are currently being conducted at construction site of the bridge pier foundation along the LDB.  In order 
to ensure the safety of workers, all mariners should pass as close as safely possible to the RDB, at their slowest safe speed to minimize wake.  
Mariners are advised to monitor Marine Safety Bulletins, issued by the Coast Guard Marine Safety Unit Baton Rouge, Waterways Management 
Division, for updates on safety zones and possible waterway closures during these operations.  The M/V AUDUBON is on scene and monitors VHF-
FM Channels 13 or 74.  Mariners should contact the M/V AUDUBON in advance of arrival at the construction site for passing instructions.  For 
additional information, mariners may contact Audubon Construction at (225) 650-0735 or (225) 650-0752.

The COTP New Orleans, Louisiana, has established a Safety Zone from Mile 235.0 to Mile 193.0.  Vessels with a fresh water draft, greater than 40
feet, are limited to daylight transit only.

I-494 (Wakota) Highway Bridge;  The horizontal clearance of the channel is reduced to 328 feet, due to cofferdams used to construct the channel 
piers.  Floating plant and equipment used to construct the right descending channel pier will be positioned either on the west side of the cofferdam 
or aligned with the downstream end of it, outside of the channel limits.  Cofferdams and barges are lighted during evening hours.  If work is 
performed in the channel, mariners may request floating plant to move with an advance notice to Lunda Construction M/V GRACIE M (WCW 4398) 
on VHF-FM Channels 13 or 16.

Continuing until March 1, 2009, at midnight,  L/D 5, vicinity of Mile 738.1, will be closed for maintenance.  If navigation is critical through the L/D, 
after the initial close, or before the scheduled reopening date, contact Mr. Jerry Stalder or Mr. Leon Mucha, at (608) 687-9104, Monday through 
Friday, between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m.

The L/D 10, vicinity of Mile 615.0, is closed for maintenance.  The L/D will reopen on March 8, 2009, at midnight.  If navigation is critical through 
the L/D, after the initial close, or before the scheduled reopening date, contact Mr. Jerry Stalder or Mr. Leon Mucha, at (608) 687-9104, Monday 
through Friday, between 7:00 a.m. and 3:30 p.m.

Illinois Central Railroad Drawbridge;  Continuing until 8:00 a.m., March 1, 2009, the bridge will open on signal with 24-hours advance notice.  
Mariners may contact the bridge supervisor at (319) 236-9238, for information.

Clinton Railroad Drawbridge;  Continuing until March 15, 2009, the drawspan will open on signal if at least 24-hours advance notice is given. Notice
may be given by calling, Clinton Yardmaster’s office at (319) 244-3204 at anytime; (319) 244-3269, weekdays, from 7:00 a.m. until 3:30 p.m.; or 
Chris Keckeisen, office (630) 876-2735 or cell phone (630) 386-0394.

Continuing until further notice, salvage operations to recover a sunken barge is being conducted in the vicinity of Mile 78.2, RDB.  Mariners are 
requested to contact the M/V GENE HERDE via VHF-FM Channels 13 or 16, for passing instructions.

Point Marion Replacement Bridge;  The width of channel at new bridge site is approximately 370 feet due to pier cofferdams.

Rankin Bridge;  A paint containment system is in place and low steel is reduced to 42.5 feet until work completion scheduled for October 1, 2010.

Mckees Rocks Bridge; Due to a containment system, vertical clearance in the navigation span is reduced to 90.6 feet above pool stage.

Pittsburgh And Lake Erie (CSX) Railroad Bridge;  The vertical clearance is reduced to 65 feet above normal pool by cables of a containment installed
4 feet below the low steel.  Crews are working 7:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, starting on the left descending land span.  
Mariners are cautioned to transit with care.

Continuing until further notice, the New Cumberland L/D (600-foot land chamber), vicinity of Mile 54.3, is closed for maintenance.

Commencing approximately February 9, 2009 and continuing until approximately August 31, 2009, Southern Marine Construction will construct 
mooring cells in the vicinity of Mile 240.6, RDB, Gatling Coal Company.  The contractors floating plant will consist of the M/V LITTLE GIANT, a crane 
barge and a deck barge.

The COTP Ohio Valley, in consultation with the Ohio River Maritime Industry Group, has issued a Safety Advisory;  Due to high water and 
associated strong currents in the vicinity of Mile 606.8, McAlpine L/D:  Mariners are urged to exercise extreme caution while transiting through 
McAlpine L/D due to the hazardous conditions associated with strong currents and increased potential for outdrafts.  Mariners should consider 
horsepower capability, tow size and potential effects of strong currents while navigating lock chambers.

U.S. 41 Dual Bridges;  The vertical clearance will be reduced to 80 feet above normal pool due to a containment system that will extend 4 feet 
below the channel spans.
