30-56.057N 082-4109.411W in 31' of water  to best mark the shoaling. For more information visit:

Lake St Clair Lighted Buoy 30 ( LLNR 8570 ) is set off station to the SW in position 42-30-31.428N / 082-41-55.056W due to construction.

Sebewaing Harbor has recently been dredged by the USACOE to a project depth of 5ft. Recent surveys performed indicate shoaling in the 
Federal navigation channel.  Shoaling to 4 ft depths is located in the vicinity of 43-44-53.820N  /  083-30-23.280W.

Shoaling has been reported, from depths of 1.9 feet to 3 feet, immediately outside the entrance to the Au Sable River.  All mariners are advised
to use caution while transiting the area.

A 2 foot diameter log protruding 2-3 feet above the water; center channel in the vicinity of Saginaw Bay Channel Lighted Buoys 23 and 24. Log 
is marked by yellow quick flashing light and yellow retro reflective tape.  All mariners should use caution when transiting the area.

Shoaling has been reported in the federal navigation channel. All mariners are advised to use caution while transiting the area.

The Round Island Light sound signal is temporarily secured and nominal range of the light is reduced to 5 St M due to maintenance.
