GPS TESTING

U.S. MARITIME ALERTS AND ADVISORIES SUBSCRIPTION

SUNSET OF NOAA PRINTED CHARTS

The drill rigs and vessels that have been temporarily established will display lights and sound signals, according to size or class, during periods of 
darkness and reduced visibility.  Numerous large anchor buoys which may be lighted displaying a white 4-seconds characteristic light and 
unlighted buoy may be established up to 2,000 or more yards from the vessel or rig site.  Mariners should avoid passing close aboard the rigs or 
vessels.  Offshore structures that have been established will display lights and a fog signal sounding 1 blast (2-sec. blast) every 20-seconds.  
Mooring buoys (white with blue band) may be located within 500 yards of the structure for mooring attendant vessels and/or barges.  Mariners 
should avoid passing close aboard structures.

At times, throughout our area of responsibility, multiple U.S. Government Agencies conduct GPS testing.  These tests vary in duration, affected 
range from the test site and potential impact to the maritime user as they may affect systems that rely on GPS such as E-911, AIS and DSC.  

During these periods, GPS users
are encouraged to report any GPS outages that they may experience, to the Navigation Information Service (NIS) by calling (703) 313-5900 or by
using the NAVCEN Website to submit a GPS problem report.

Current and future subscribers of the U.S. Maritime Alerts and Advisories are advised that the legacy manner of subscribing for U.S. Maritime 
Alerts and Advisories via email is being replaced by a new GovDelivery self-subscription system.  Those interested in receiving future U.S. Maritime

the online RNC viewer.  Six months notice of the intent to cancel a specific chart is provided in a “Last Edition” notice.  The final cancellation of a 
chart is made in a “Canceled” notice.  Both types of notices will appear in LNM Section IV, “Chart Correction”.  A comprehensive list of all canceled 
NOAA charts is available at: http://www.charts.noaa.gov/MCD/Dole.shtml.  Traditional paper nautical chart production is ending to enable the 
creation and maintenance of larger scale, more up-to-date, higher quality coverage of NOAA’s electronic navigational chart (NOAA ENC®) 
product.  This will significantly enhance the amount of charted detail available to mariners. More information about NOAA’s program to sunset 
traditional paper charts is on the NOAA Coast Survey website at:

may then be printed. Notices to Mariners will not be issued for NOAA Custom Charts.

The hurricane season extends from June 1, 2023 through November 30, 2023.  Tropical storms and hurricanes often develop with little warning.  
Extensive damage to small craft often results in loss of life.  All mariners, particularly operators of small fishing vessels, are reminded that 
advanced planning which might prevent loss of vessel and crew should include:  
(a)      Instruction of crew and passengers in location of emergency equipment and emergency procedures.
(b)      Presailing check of vessel, machinery, and equipment for seaworthiness.
(c)      Installation of strong ground tackle.
(d)      Review of storm center evacuation procedures.
(e)      Knowledge of nearest hurricane shelter or port.
(f)       Constant radio watch on VHF-FM Channel 16 and frequent monitoring of VHF-FM Weather Channel for National Weather Service 
Broadcasts.
Due to tropical storms and hurricanes, mariners should be aware that aids to navigation along the coasts of Florida, Alabama, Mississippi, 
Louisiana and Texas, and on structures in the Gulf of Mexico and surrounding waters may have been damaged or destroyed.  Lighted and 
unlighted buoys may have been moved from charted position, damaged, sunk, extinguished, or otherwise made inoperative.  Mariners should not 
rely completely upon the position or operation of an aid to navigation, but should also employ such other methods of determining position, as may
be available.  Wrecks and submerged obstructions may have been moved from charted locations and pipelines may become uncovered or moved 
due to the force of storm surges.  Storm surge and winds may create shoals in affected waters.  The U.S. Aids to Navigation System marking 
wrecks and obstructions is intended for use with nautical charts.  The exact meaning of a particular aid to navigation may not be clear to the 
mariner unless the appropriate nautical chart is consulted.  Virtually all U.S. lateral marks are located in International Association of Marine Aids to
Navigation and Lighthouse Authorities (IALA) Region B and follow the traditional 3R rule of red, right, returning.  In U.S. waters, returning from 
seaward and proceeding toward the head of navigation, is generally considered as moving westerly along the Gulf Coast.  Mariners should 
exercise caution and report aid to navigation discrepancies and hazards to navigation to the nearest Coast Guard unit.
During the hurricane season, drawbridges along the coast may deviate from normal operating procedures.  Some bridges may be unable to open
because of high winds.  Others may have authorized extended closed periods to facilitate evacuation of land traffic.  Mariners should anticipate 
bridge closures by listening to the National Weather Service and Coast Guard Broadcasts on hurricane conditions.  Because of the uncertainty of 
hurricane movements and bridge closures, mariners are urged to seek passage through drawbridges well in advance of the arrival of gale force 
winds.
Locks and Navigation Structures are operated to pass navigation, until such time that water levels and wind conditions warrant operations 
unsafe.  The structures are then closed in accordance with hurricane preparation procedures.  Mariners will be given as much notice as possible 
when structures are to be closed; however, these structures may close on short notice well in advance of the actual storm.  Mariners are advised
to seek safe harbor as soon as possible.

The hurricane season extends from June 1, 2023 through November 30, 2023.  Locks and Navigation Structures operated by the U.S. Army Corps
of Engineers will attempt to pass navigation until such time that water levels and wind conditions render operations unsafe.  The structures are 
then closed in accordance with Hurricane procedures.  Mariners will be given as much notice as possible when structures are to be closed; 
however, these structures may be closed on short notice well in advance of the actual storm.  Mariners are advised to seek safe harbor as soon 
as possible.

Back-up launch dates and times include each day following November 1, 2023, between 5:25 a.m. and 11:15 a.m., until conditions permit 
the launch.  Mariners operating offshore in waters east of Brownsville, Texas, are advised of the scheduled rocket launching activities and 
associated hazardous areas which may impact navigation interests.  Navigational hazards from rocket launching activity may include, free falling 
debris and/or descending vehicles or vehicle components, under various means of control.

The U.S. Coast Guard is conducting a Waterways Analysis and Management System study of the Pensacola Ship Channel, from the Gulf of Mexico 
to Pensacola Harbor, including the Navy Homeport Channel.  This study focuses on the area’s aids to navigation system, waterborne commerce, 
marine casualty information, port/harbor resources, emergency response plans, routine and emergency communication capabilities and future 
development projects.

In accordance with Section 7-11 of the Alabama-Coosa-Tallapoosa River Water Control Manual, dated May 2015, full navigation channel 
availability on the Alabama River is dependent upon seasonal flow conditions and channel maintenance.  Due to lower flows in the summer and 
fall, channel availability is decreased during the months of June through November.  Currently, a 13.9-foot tailwater elevation near Claiborne Lock 
is required on the Alabama River to provide a 9-foot channel to Montgomery, AL.  Tailwater elevations near Claiborne Lock are updated daily and 
can be viewed at: https://water.weather.gov/ahps2/hydrograph.php?wfo=mob&gage=clba1. 
Commercial mariners should check water levels daily and schedule lockage appointments by calling the Claiborne Lock Supervisor, at (251) 282-
4575.  Navigation Bulletins will be issued on an as-needed basis throughout the navigation season.  For further information, mariners may contact

Continuing until November 1, 2023, SeaTrac Systems, Inc., has deployed an Uncrewed Surface Vehicle (USV), the SP-48, to conduct ocean data 
collection.  The uncrewed surface vehicle is operating in the Gulf of Mexico, in the waters offshore of Louisiana, Mississippi, Alabama and Florida, 
as it collects ocean current migration data from the loop current and the associated eddies.  The operational data collection area will be bound by
the following approximate positions:

The SP-48 is a solar powered 4.8 meter long USV, with a cruising speed of 3 knots and a top speed of 5 knots.  The USV is equipped with an AIS
transceiver, running lights, and a yellow signal flag to aid in observability, and is also marked with “UNCREWED” on the transom.  Mariners are
requested to avoid interfering with the USV data collection and to transit the area with caution.  For further information, mariners may contact
the project manager, at (978) 578-6645, or at: HBoeschenstein@SeaTrac.com.

The Houston Ship Channel (HSC) widening project is complete between Houston Ship Channel Entrance Lighted Buoy 18 (LLNR-23900) and 
Houston Ship Channel Light 52 (LLNR-24175).  The new main channel width between these aids is 700 ft, with additional barge lanes on either 
side of the channel measuring 235 ft wide by 12 ft deep.  The new HSC width (700 ft) tapers into the previous existing channel width (530 ft) 
between HSC Lights 51 (LLNR-24170) and 52 (LLNR-24175) and HSC Lights 53 (LLNR-24180) and 54 (LLNR-24185).  Hydrodynamic effects 
resulting in negative vessel interactions between HSC Lights 51/52 and HSC Lights 53/54 have been reported.  Mariners should take into account 
the new channel dimensions, tapering of the channel between HSC Lights 51/52 and 53/54, location of the new aids to navigation, and their 
vessel’s Electronic Chart Display and Information Systems (ECDIS) as they maneuver, meet, and overtake vessels in this area.  Attached as an

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LA - MISSISSIPPI RIVER - Saltwater Intrusion Operations
Persistent drought conditions throughout the Mississippi River Valley has reduced the flow of freshwater into the Lower Mississippi River (LMR), 
allowing for an intrusion of saltwater from the Gulf of Mexico to make its way upriver.  Efforts to mitigate the impacts of saltwater intrusion are 
ongoing along the LMR and will occur 24-hours a day, 7-days a week.  Activities include construction and alterations of water intakes and 
infrastructure along the riverbanks, the transporting of fresh river water by barges and other vessels, and other yet to be identified efforts.  
Mariners are advised to operate with caution in the vicinity of the locations listed below until further notice.

With the dredging suspended, surveys completed and AtoN set in this area, these new dimensions 

are available for use, however Mariners are advised to proceed with vigilance as they accustom 

themselves to the new dimensions and note where the old channel dimensions meet the new channel 

dimensions.  The new channel width (700’) tapers into the previous channel width (530’) between 

Lights 51/52 and Lights 53/54. 

To promote safety, mariners are highly encouraged to update electronic charting systems on a 

regular basis to ensure chart accuracy and visibility of new changes. 

Any discrepancies to AtoN to include knockdown of lights should be reported to the USCG as soon 

as possible as noted in MSIB 02-22.  Reports of discrepant aids may be made to the USCG via 

Channel 16 or via the online AtoN Discrepancy Report Form:

Weeks Marine is requesting a slow bell for all the vessels transiting the Houston Ship Channel (HSC) 
between Green Light “73” and Green Light “81”. Mariners are urged to use extreme caution and 
transit this area at their slowest safe speed to create minimum wake after passing arrangements have 
been made.

A partially suspended section of pipe has been found underwater near G-LT “81” (LLNR 24525), 
outside of the HSC. A red buoy has been placed at approx. gps coordinates: Lat 29°38'5.00"N, Long 
94°57'57.00"W, to mark the location of the pipe and alert the boaters of the potential hazard.

Dredging operations will continue on a twenty-four (24) hours per day, seven (7) days per week basis. 
Dredge, pipeline(s) and equipment will have all required Coast Guard lighting for night operations. 
Dredge, tugs and boats will monitor marine VHF channels 13, 16 and 72. Mariners are urged to use 
extreme caution and transit the area at their slowest safe speed to create minimum wake after 
passing arrangements have been made.
