Active BNM broadcast information is subsequently accessed when dratfting
the weekly Local Notice to Mariners
(LNM) and may be included if practical.
The LNM is the primary means for disseminating navigation safety information concerning aids to navigation, hazards
to navigation, and other items of
interest to mariners navigating the waters of the United States, its territories, and possessions. Care is taken to
include the most up-to-date
information at time of release, however local BNM broadcasts should also be consulted for the timeliest information
between LNM release dates.
